In dollar terms, the exports have shown a decrease of US $ 17.47 Million
i.e. the exports decreased by 0.91% over the similar period in 2023-24. Details are as under: -

During the period, the exports of Woodwares, Hand printed Textiles, Embroidered & Crochetted goods, Shawls as Artwares, Zari &
Zari Gooda & Agarbatti & Attars showed the increasing trend of 0.37%, 31.61%, 6.14%, 14.09%, 0.05% and 0.23% respectively.
Whereas, Artmetalwares, Imitation Jewellery & Misc. Handicrafts shows decreasing trend by 1.27%, 2.17% and 4.75%. However, in
USD terms exports of Hand printed Textiles, Embroidered & Crochetted Goods and Shawls as Artwares showed the increasing trend
of 29.78%, 4.66% & 12.50%. However, Artmetalwares, Woodwares, Zari & Zari goods, Imitation Jewellery, Attars & Agarbatties &
Misc. Handicrafts decreased by 2.65%, 1.02%, 1.35%, 3.54%, 1.16% and 6.08% Overall increase in the rupee term was 0.48%
and decrease in the US $ term was 0.91%.

REVIEW EXPORTS DURING 2022-23 ( APRIL - MARCH )

According to the provisional data available the exports of Handicrafts have shown an increase of ¥2,739.56 Crores from ¥30,019.24
to ¥32,758.80 Crores, an increase of 9.13% in rupees term. In dollar terms, the exports have shown an increase of US $ 227.99
Million i.e. the exports increased by 6.11% over the similar period in 2022-23. Details are as under: -

During the period, the exports of Artmetalwares, Woodwares, Embroidered & Crochetted goods, Agarbatties & Attars and Misc
Handicrafts increased by 1.99%, 5.45%, 4.21%, 37.95% and 19.64% respectively. However, Hand printed Textiles, Shawls as
Artwares, Zari & Zari Goods and Imitation Jewellery showed the decreasing trend by 2.93%, 63.51%, 35.17% and 2.58%
respectively. However, In USD terms exports of Woodwares, Embroidered and Crochetted Goods, Agarbatti and Attars and Misc
Handicrafts increased by 2.53%, 1.35%, 34.06% and 16.35%. However, Artmetalwares, Hand printed Textiles, Shawls as Artwares,
Zari & Zari goods and Imitation Jewellery showed the decreasing trend by 0.82%, 5.66%, 64.47%, 36.95% and 5.23%. Overall
increase in the rupee term was 9.13% and increase in the US $ term was 6.11%.
