New Delhi — February 25, 2014 -- Ambiente Fair is one of the oldest established well-known
fair held every year in the month of February at Frankfurt, Germany. The fair highlights
new products, new trends and new innovations.

The fair held this year had 4724 exhibitors from 89 countries spread over an area of
329,300 sq. mtrs.
