Handloom sector is a symbol of the country’s glorious cultural heritage and an important
source of livelihood in the country. The sector is key to women empowerment as over 70% of
handloom weavers and allied workers are women, informed Dr. Rakesh Kumar, Director
General-EPCH.

Dr. Kumar informed that to mark the occasion of 7th National Handloom Day, the ministry of
textiles Government of India celebrated 7th National Handloom Day in New Delhi and Shri
Piyush Goyal, Hon’ble Minister of Textiles, Commerce & Industry, Govt. of India addressed the
handloom craft weavers alongwith Smt. Darshana Vikram Jardosh, Hon’ble Minister of State
for Textiles, Shri U P Singh, Secretary Ministry of Textiles, Govt of India Shri Sanjay Rastogi,

The exports of handicrafts for April-March of the current financial year 2020-21 is at Rs. 25679.98
crores (US$ 3459.75million) registering a marginal growth of 1.62 % (Rupee terms) and (-) 2.93 % (dollar
terms) over the same period last year. However, as far as exports for the month of (April-June) 2021-
22 (provisional) is at Rs. 4642.76 crores (US$ 629.27million) and a growth of 82.89% in Rupees terms
and 88.09% in Dollar terms, informed by Dr. Rakesh Kumar, Director General-EPCH.
