Shri Ravi Passi, Past Chairman, EPCH and Convenor (Northern Region), said
international trade engages exporters on one hand and overseas buyers on the
other. It is important that exporters produce their merchandise in accordance
with the preferences of buyers fulfilling all international compliances in order to
be a successful exporter.

Shri Sanjeev Chawla, Director, MSME Development & Facilitation Office, Karnal
informed that since Handicrafts are a cottage industry predominated by MSME
exporters, the Ministry of MSME, Govt. of India plays a crucial role in shaping
and promoting MSMEs from the nation, and various incentives and initiatives are
being under taken by MSME to promote schemes.

Mr. Kumar stressed on the need for ‘KYS’ i.e Know Your Supplier in order for the
entire GST chain to be compliant.

CA Manoj Kumar Goyal informed about the latest amendments undertaken in
recent past to make the GST ecosystem robust in the years ahead.

Shri Vishal Dhingra, Chairman, Sourcing Consultants Association (BAA) informed
making businesses ready for Compliance, Inspection and Testing according to
International Standards, the exporters can give upper edge to their present
business to increase domestic, online and international presence. He further
added, the fundamental skill of the trade is sourcing, or the process by which
buying agents interact and establish business relationships with sources that
provide products. The trade also aims to keep its exporters knowledgeable about
the nuances of strategic sourcing and keep them informed of any recent
developments in the sector.

Shri Sanjay Behra, Branch Manager (Gurugram), ECGC Ltd made detailed
presentation on the ECGC’s schemes, and benefits available to exporters.

Various questions pertaining to GST refunds, Risky Exporters, ECGC schemes,
MSME schemes, RoDTEP, Marketing and Compliances etc. were asked by the
participants.
